My mother died when I was five months old so I remained with my father who also died for three months later, from there my life was taken care of   by  my grand mother who also died after two years later. From there, because I was still young, I was taken to my Aunt who took care of me for five years. Then from there, I was returned back to our home where there were some of my sisters and a brother. I was taken to school by a Samaritan woman because she was the nearest neighbour. Since there because we were born in avery  poor family, of which my all parents/guardians were JUJU people (drunkard), nobody could take care of our life, we remained under slipper life with so many challenges day to day. And that caused my sisters and a brother to disappear from home. Even reaching to the point my two sisters got lost.

Since I was unaided and experienced many things that caused me to Endeavour hate and love some of my friends. During day today life, I used sisal maize bags as my blanket, mattress and bed. I was bitten or pinched by small insects including jiggers that were very common to our place of living 

b). School

Since I was empty from my mother’s womb, I possessed problems from days to day which caused me to be digging daily looking for small wages in order to cater and sustain my life and my education. I used that style until I completed my primary and secondary certificate level. Later, after my secondary level I was again assisted by a Samaritan who took care of my life and this leads me to cover the following courses:
